As always, we will judge all Z-Car entries in accordance with the Official ZCCA Z-Car Judging Manual.  We will have a separate class for Fairlady Roadsters and a Heritage class for any Datsun/Nissan vehicle model year 1989 or older.  Both of these classes will use the 3-part scoring sheets from the ZCCA Z-Car Judging Manual.  For all classes, we will award plaques for 1st through 3rd places as appropriate.  





New for us is a Peoples Choice Trophy.  Sponsored by Sheehy Nissan in Springfield, voting will be by participants and spectators.  The trophy will be awarded after all judging and scoring has been completed.

From the Beltway (I-495) get on the Dulles Toll Road (Rte 267), take the Reston Parkway exit (#12) and go South on Reston Pkwy (away from Reston Town Center).  After clearing the interchange area, the first grade-level intersection is Sunrise Valley Drive.  Turn left -- the road meanders about 1/4 mile with a golf course on the right.  You should see the Sheraton hotel on your left just before the turn-in.  The address is 11750.  It will be on the left at the traffic signal.
